
Bollards are generally used to prevent vehicle access to parklands, 
playgrounds and pedestrian only areas. They can also be used as 
supports for rail or chain barriers on structures such as balconies, jetties, 
pathways and ramps, and as supports for small signs. The bollards come 
in various configurations in rustic and smooth finishes.

Replas recycled plastic bollards are available 
in many variations and lengths and will not 
split or rot. They are a very cost effective 
alternative to aluminium, cast iron and exotic 
timber bollards. Also are a very good 
alternative to treated pine, especially around 
parks and children’s playgrounds.
